 Imposed flexibility at the expense of job security.
 �An anti-social budget that empties families’ pockets while preserving employer subsidies.
 Tougher penalties for sick people.

 A serious review of the billions of euros offered each year to large companies.
 Fair social security contributions on all types of contracts.
 �Strong sectoral negotiations to increase purchasing power and guarantee sustainable jobs.
